Term 4 Week 1

Swimming: tomorrow Tuesday 10" October

Students are to wear their sports uniform to school every Tuesday, until Tuesday 28" November. All students will
change into their swimming costumes at school prior to leaving on the bus. The bus will leave the school at 12.30pm
for a 1.00pm lesson. Thank you to Jodi Melissa and Ana for helping us with changing the Kindergarten students
before swimming. Please have your children practise dressing and undressing at home.

What to wear or bring?
Students to wear their sports uniform. Please bring your school bag, a strong plastic bag with swimmers, towel,
sandals or thongs and goggles (if your child wears them normally) and please ensure all clothing is labelled.

If you child is not well enough to participate in the SWIMMING PROGRAM your child will need a note to explain why
they are not able to swim on the day. Teachers have a duty of care to supervise the swimmers and having children
out of the pool distracts them from this supervision.

Payments: The school has been successful in gaining a grant, coupled with the Premier’s Sporting Challenge, the cost
for swimming is $110.00. This includes bus travel to and from the pool plus a 45 minute group lesson. Please note as
this program is part of the PDHPE curriculum Safe Living, no GST is charged to parents and caregivers.

Unfortunately, the school is unable to offer refunds for this program. We have to pay for each child, each week,
irrespective of them attending or not.
